2The List of the Turin Papyrus was compiled during late XVI11th Dynasty, or early XIXth Dynasty. Its data as above, by giving
Dynasty XII terminating at the fixed astronomical date of Dynasty XVIII beginning confirm the early XI1Xth Dynasty Lists of
Abydos and Sakkarah, which both place the kings of Dynasty XVI1II following in succession after the kings of Dynasty XII.
